A. Cleaver.

Q. At the end of the story, what does Connor receive from Roland?


A. His arm and hand with the shark tattoo on it.

Q. What is the name of the building at the Harvest Camp where the unwinding takes place?


A. Chop Shop.

Q. Why does Cy-Fi act the way he does?


A. He has part of his brain from someone else.  That boy doesn’t know he was unwound and wants to get home to Joplin, Missouri and beg his parents not to do it.

Q. Why does Risa remain paralyzed?


A. She does not want the spine of an unwound.

Q. What is a clapper?


A. Someone who believes in and works to create chaos.
